We have sent you a letter with this leaflet. The letter tells
you about the decision we have made on your claim for
a War Disablement Pension, War Widow's or War
Widower's Pension or a War Pension Allowance.

Pages 8 to 15 tell you what to do if you disagree with
our decision. Includes important information about
time limits.

Pages 16 to 33 explain where to get help and advice.
Page 34 explains about ' open government .

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> | About this leaflet

The War Pensions Scheme is run by the Service
Personnel and Veterans Agency, an executive agency
of the Ministry of Defence. This leaflet gives you
general guidance, but it is not a definitive (full)
statement of the law. Please remember that the law
may change from time to time. This may affect your
rights and responsibilities, including whether you are
likely to get a war pension, how much you will get, and
when you are likely to get it.

Other allowances you may be entitled to

You may be entitled to help in other ways for example,
other benefits/entitlements. You may be entitled to
these even if you cannot get a war pension.

Other benefits/entitlements

Income Support or Pension Credit

You may be entitled to Income Support or Pension
Credit as well as your war pension, even if you did not
get it before. If you want more information you can ask
your local Jobcentre Plus, social security office or
pension centre.

Working Tax Credit and Child Tax Credit
You may be entitled to Working Tax Credit if:
* you are a single person; or

* you are a married couple living together; or

* you are a man and woman living together as if you
are married;

and

* you are in paid work (including working as a self
employed person) for the required number of hours.

Child Tax Credit is for people with at least one child.

If you want more information, you can get claim pack
TC600 New Tax Credit from your local Jobcentre Plus
or social security office or post office.

Housing Benefit

You may be entitled to help from your local council
with paying rent for the place where you live. This is
called Housing Benefit. If you want more information,
you can get leaflet RR1 Housing Benefit - help with
your rent from your local council.

Council Tax Benefit

Council Tax Benefit is a benefit run by your local
council. Council Tax Benefit can help you pay some
or all of your Council Tax. If you want more
information, you can get leaflet CTB1 Help with the
Council Tax from your local Jobcentre Plus or social
security office, local council or post office.

If you claim Income Support, Pension Credit, Working
Tax Credit, Child Tax Credit, Housing Benefit or
Council Tax Benefit, £10 a week of your war pension
will be ignored when working out how much of these
benefits/entitlements you are entitled to. (Some local
councils ignore more than £10 for Housing Benefit or
Council Tax Benefit, please check with your local
council for more details.)

Help from War Pensions Committees

If you are not happy with our decision on your claim,
you can ask your local War Pensions Committee for
advice. They may want to talk to you about your
case. They may then get in touch with us about it.
We look at anything they tell us very carefully.

If you want to do this, contact your local War
Pensioners' Welfare Office (see Leaflet 1). Address
your letter to The Clerk to the War Pensions
Committee.

War Pensions Committees are independent of the
Service Personnel and Veterans Agency. They have
members who are disabled ex-servicemen and ex-
servicewomen, and some who work for voluntary
associations.
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>_1 What to do if you disagree with our decision

Appeals

The letter we sent you about our decision will tell you
if you have a right of appeal. You can appeal against
certain decisions as follows.

* your entitlement is refused
e an award is refused or stopped
* the amount of the award is set or changed

¢ the date from which an award runs is set or
changed.

* the entitlement issue of aggravated by service to
attribributable to service.

* you do not agree with the description of the
condition we have advised.

You can appeal against initial decisions and decisions
on reviews.

If you appeal against our decision, your appeal will

go to an independent tribunal. The members of the
tribunal are not from the Service Personnel and Veterans
Agency or any other part of the Ministry of Defence.

The chairman will be legally qualified and other
members may be chosen according to the type of
appeal.
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>_| What to do if you disagree with our decision

The tribunal can only look at the law and the
circumstances at the time we made our decision. The
tribunal cannot look at changes of circumstances that
happened after we made our decision. If a change of
circumstances could affect your pension, please see
page 8 about reviews.

Do not wait for the appeal hearing.
How to appeal

If the letter we sent you told you that you have a right
of appeal and:

* you think our decision is wrong; and

* you want to appeal to an independent tribunal;
tell us.

Contact us at the address on page 17. Remember to
tell us your National Insurance number.

We will let you know what happens next.
When to appeal

There are time limits for making appeals.
You must appeal within:

» three months of the date shown on your decision
letter if it was an interim (short-term) assessment; or

* six months of the date shown on your decision
letter for all other decisions that carry a right of
appeal.

Late appeals

In exceptional cases, there is also a 12-month period
after the normal time limits in which you can make an
appeal. You should be able to show that the main
reason for the delay in appealing within the normal
time limits was because of:

* death or serious illness of the person who claimed,
their husband, wife, partner (by partner we mean
someone living with you as a husband or wife) or
dependants;

* failure by the Secretary of State to let the person
who claimed know about the appeal;

* adisruption to the normal postal services; or

* exceptional circumstances which apply to the
person who claimed.

It is the responsibility of the Pensions Appeal Tribunal to
decide whether a late appeal should be allowed to
proceed.

If you are sending in a late appeal, you should explain
the reasons why it is late. We will send this to the
tribunal who will write to you. The tribunal will tell you
if they can accept your appeal and will include the
reason for their decision.

The tribunal cannot accept appeals that are made
more than:

* 15 months after the date on our decision letter if it
was an interim (short-term) assessment; or

* 18 months after the date on our decision letter if it
was any other decision that has a right of appeal.
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> ] What to do if you disagree with our decision

Decisions of the Pensions Appeal Tribunal

The Pensions Appeal Tribunal may agree or
disagree with our decision. If the tribunal disagrees
with our decision, we will change it as soon as
possible.

Decisions of the Pensions Appeal Tribunal made on
or after 6 April 2005 can only be changed:

* by an appeal on a point of law to the Pensions
Appeal Commissioners;

* if, since the original hearing, further relevant
evidence has become available; or

* if there has been a relevant change of
circumstances since the decision was made. This
includes any improvement or worsening of the
disablement which the decision relates to.

Where to get help and advice
War Pensioners' Welfare Service

This service helps war pensioners, war widows and
war widowers get help and advice on any sort of
problem. The service gives free and confidential
advice about war pensions. They will also help you
to fill in forms.

If you want to see a Welfare Manager, they will visit
you at home or at another convenient location if you
prefer. You can ask for their advice on a wide range
of subjects. Welfare managers work very closely with
all areas of the Department for Work and Pensions,
local authorities and voluntary organisations to make
sure that you get the best help and advice you can.
